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Best Books for Babies

Try using different voices for different characters

Point out colors and things that your family often sees i.e. teddy bear, the
park, etc. “Look, there’s a playground, we go there to swing.”

As your child approaches kindergarten, ask questions such as:
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What do you think might happen next? (when in the middle of the story)
Where did the story take place?

Who were the characters?

How did the character feel when...?

Can you tell me what the story was mostly about?
